Refunds (Extra Curricular Activities, Camps and Excursions) please refer to our refund policy.  

The school must ensure that the provision of any activity for students does not incur a cost directly on 
the school and that the activity does not run at a loss. When students withdraw from an activity after 
payment has been made to the school a refund may be applicable. 

• All refunds must be applied for in writing, other than when the school cancels an activity. 

• Parents/Guardians must apply for a refund no later than 14 days after the activity was due to take 
place and include the reason the student did not attend including a medical certificate if 
applicable. 

• A refund will be considered once the viability of the activity and any possible monetary loss to the 
college is ascertained.

FREE INSTRUCTION
